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Putting Our House in Order 

Josiah was handed the Book of the Law after it was uncovered during the cleansing of the Temple on Mount Zion. From this moment forward his life would never be the same.

This blessing of God occurred because of the young king’s decision to honor and glorify God. 2 Chronicles 34:7 tells us: “…he had broken down the altars and the wooden images, had beaten down the carved images into powder, and cut down all the incense altars throughout all the land of Israel…” Despite stiff opposition Josiah tore down the high places.
What will happen to us when we put our own house in order? What does it take for us to make honoring God more than a weekend event? I believe if we could see what the Lord has in store for those who honor Him that we would be tripping over ourselves to change our lifestyles.

2 Chronicles 34:25 warns us that God has great wrath for those who do not follow the words of His Book. David Stern’s Complete Jewish Bible says the Lord was “furious.” King Josiah gathers the elders, all the men of Judah, inhabitants of Jerusalem – the priests and the Levites, and all the people, great and small and reads the Book of the Covenant to them.

Verse 31 says: Then the king stood in his place and made a covenant before the Lord, to follow the Lord, and to keep His commandments and His testimonies and His statutes with all his heart and all his soul, to perform the words of the covenant that were written in this book.

This king was not fooling around with God. He took God seriously. He decided to follow the Lord with all his heart and soul. What a wonderful example for us. Do we do this because God is furious? I hope not. I trust that we do this because it is our heart’s desire to honor our Lord and Maker.

So how did Josiah respond? Because of Josiah’s heartfelt reverence for the Lord, he reinstitutes Passover. Read that passage in Chapter 35 and witness the outpouring of favor and grace upon God’s children. It will lift your Spirit. The Word states in verse 35:18: There had been no Passover in Israel like that since the day of Samuel the prophet.

Join with me as we search our souls to discover the high places we have given to our enemy. This is the place where the Lord is waiting to and wanting to restore us. Isn’t the thing we want the most to be in the center of His will? Let’s do the inventory and take the time to get into alignment with our Father and experience the outpouring He has in store for us.

Having done so, prepare for your personal Passover and put to death those things that do not glorify God. This is the atoning sacrifice that will bring forth Firstfruits! Hallelujah! Mighty is our God. Amen.
