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Recharging Your Batteries

Put these things in remembrance, charging them before the Lord that they strive not about words to no profit, but to the subverting of the hearers. Study to show yourself approved by God, A workman that needs not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth. [2 Timothy 2:14-15]

When we get too busy to spend time with God, our batteries don’t get recharged. There is no substitute power grid for the Holy Spirit. There’s nothing in a bottle; nothing you can download from the Internet; no special nutritional supplement; no work out program.

Here’s the equation: God + You + Time with Him = Power Approved by God

There’s a well-known bit of wisdom, “The shortest distance between two points is a straight line.” Makes sense – especially when we are looking at a map. But spiritual mapping is far more complex and treacherous. The straight line in our life that runs between each of us and God is plumbed through time in His Word.

How easily we forget our enemy is lurking about. He looks for a weak point. Perhaps our most vulnerable spot is our tendency to set the Word aside when we get real busy. Think about that the next time you get too preoccupied and fail to study His Word. We need to study and meditate to know God’s will for our lives.

There is no compromise for spending time with God. Trying to save time by putting the Holy Scriptures aside so we can get something else accomplished always ends up taking more time, not less. How are we going to cut any corners if we haven’t checked our compass to see if we are headed in the right direction?

The result of our divergent priorities is that our batteries quickly run down. Our thinking gets clouded. Our minds get distracted. And all that time that we couldn’t spare is now forfeited because we didn’t “check in with headquarters.”

What is our highest goal? What is our priority? If knowing and serving God does not come out on the top of our list of answers, then we are not fulfilling our purpose – to be like Yeshua. Where and how did He spend His time? We know the answer to that.

When you want a good return on your investment, start by making your right investment first by gaining wisdom from the Word of God. By starting with His Firstfruits first, it will set your day in order and your time will be well spent advancing the Kingdom of God. Your reward will be eternal and your batteries will never run low.

Be the worker who is approved. Get charged up by plugging into His Word.
